Entry requirements:

Applicants of this course must have a
minimum of a second class honours
degree in a relevant Engineering in
cognate degrees, e.g. Building Services
Engineering, Electrical Engineering,
Mechanical Engineering, and Quantity
Surveying related disciplines.

We welcome applications from students
who may not have formalftraditional entry
criteria but who have relevant experience
or the ability to pursue the course
successfully.

Mature applications who demonstrate
academic potential will be considered on
case-by-case basis. Admission is subject
to (a) evidence of academic study, for
example, completion of an access
course; or (b) relevant work experience in
Engineering / Surveying field, or
equivalent.

International applicants will be required to
show a proficiency in English. An IELTS
score of 6.0 (with no element below 5.5)
is proof of this.
